from recognising him. e said to them, "What :

matters are vou discussing as you walk along?’

They stopped short, their faces downcast.
Then one of them, called Cleopas, answered

him, “You must be the only person staying in

Jerusalem who does not lnow the things that
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have been happening there these last few days.’
‘What things?’ he asked. ‘All about Jesus of
Nazareth’ they answered ‘who proved he was a
great prophet by the things he said and did in
the sight of God and of the whole people; and
how our chief priests and our leaders handed
him over 1o be sentenced to death, and had

him crucified. Our own hope had been that he :

would be the one to set Isracl free. And this is
not all: two whole days have gone by since it all
happened; and some women from our group
have astounded us: they went to the tomb in
the carly morning, and when they did not find
the body, they came back to tell us they had
seen a vision of angels who declared he was
alive. Some of our friends went (o the tomb
and found everything exactly as the women
had reported, but of him they saw nothing’

Then he said to them, “You {oolish men!
So slow to belicve the full message of the
prophets! Was it not ordained that the Christ
should suffer and so enter into his glory?’
Then, starting with Moses and going through
all the prophets, he explained to them the
passages throughout the scriptures that were
about himself.

When they drew near to the village to
which they were going, he made as if 1o go
on; but they pressed him to stay with them.
‘It is nearly evening’ they said “and the day is
almost over.” So he went in to stay with them,
Now while he was with them at the table, he
took the bread and said the blessing; then he

broke it and handed it to them. And their

eves were opened and thev recognised him;
but he had vanished from their sight. Then

they said to each other, ‘Did not our hearts :

burn within us as he talked to us on the road
and explained the scriptures (o us?’

They set out that instant and returned
to Jerusalem. There they found the Eleven
assembled together with their companions,

who said 1o them, “Yes, it is true. The Lord

has risen and has appeared to Simon.” Then
they told their story of what had happened
on the road and how they had recognised him
at the breaking of bread.

CHRIST’S FULFILMENT
OF GOD’S PLAN

In order to piece a jigsaw together, a
great deal of patience is required, as well
as the skill of being able to work out the
relationship of one picce to the pieces
around it. Slowly, large patterns begin to
take shape, and so it was with the earlv
Church. In the light of the experience
of the Risen Lord, and the catalyst
provided by the gift of the Spirit, the first
generation of Christians was able to place
the life, death and resurrection of Jesus
into their proper context. The gift of the
Spirit enabled Peter to see that all that
had taken place in the life of Jesus was
part of a larger plan, and took place with
God’s foreknowledge. Even Jesus® death
was but a preliminary step towards his
exaltation and ability to pour out the gift
of the Spirit on those who believe.

In a similar vein, Peter saw that promises
made before the world began were now
tulfilled in Jesus, While the end of davs
was seen to have already begun, the final
picces of the jigsaw had vet to be put in
place. In the meantime, the community
was called to remember with gratitude the
price Jesus had paid for our freedom, and
to live appropriately till the Lord’s return.
For the disciples on the road to Emmaus,
it was not an easy matier to see how
the pieces of the puzzle of Jesus’ life
fitted together. As thev journeved, they
were helped by the Risen Lord to finally
understand the message contained in
the Scriptures and o recognise him with
them in the breaking of the bread.

FEAST OF THE WEEK
Friday, 28 April — Saint Peter Chanel

Born of a large family in the aftermath of the French
Revolution, Peter joined the Society of Mary (the Marists) in
1831. He taught at the seminary in Belley for five years and
at last joined a small group of missionaries bound for the
South Pacific. Landing on Futuna,
north of the Fiji islands, he
laboured with difficulty to learn the
language and catechise the
natives. “How sorrowful is the lot of
a poor missionary who cannot yet
preach the truths of salvation!” he
wrote in his journal. When the son
of the island chief requested
baptism, the chief sent his
henchmen to murder Peter. He
dies on 28 April 1841, the proto-
martyr of Oceania.
